The article is devoted to the discussion
of the problem of ensuring the child's psy-
chological and physical safety in the modern
world. Prevention of child abuse is considered
as a complex, purposeful activity. The main
guidelines and principles for creating a sys-
tem for preventing violence and aggression
against children and adolescents are singled
out. The necessity of psychological assistance
to victims of violence, restoration of the in-
dividual’s psychological space boundaries is
emphasized.
